INTERAGENCY AGREEMENT

BETWEEN THE

I. Purpose:

The (Insert Name of Agency), (Insert Name of Program Office) is requesting to fund and contract through the DHHS-Grants.gov Interagency Agreement #IAHHH57520120 the Task Order #5 under the Systems Integrator (SI) Contract No.  263-01-D-0066 with the Grants.Gov Program Management Office (PMO)

The Grants.gov initiative directly supports Expanded Electronic Government, one of the five government-wide elements of the President’s Management Agenda.  It will produce a simple, unified electronic “storefront” portal for all customers of Federal grants.  Customers will be able to use the portal to locate, apply for, and manage funding opportunities.  To achieve this goal of a common and unified method for grants processing, standards for data and processes must be defined and implemented.  In doing so, the E-Grants initiative will meet the mandate to simplify and streamline grant processes and to provide an electronic option for grantees to conduct business with the Federal Government.  Grants.gov, at the request of Federal grant-making agencies, provided under the HHS-Grants.gov InterAgency Agreement with Gov.Works an optional task order for agencies to procure additional expertise and resources to assist agencies with system analysis, programming and coding, integration testing, hardware/software/COTS recommendation, configuration and deployment. This Interagency Agreement (IA) or funding document will enable (Insert Name of Agency/Program) to fund and contract with Gov.Works for the provision of these services.

II. Scope:
The Systems Integrator’s SOW includes an Optional Task Order. This time and material (T&M) Task Order will make available the expertise of the Grants.gov Systems Integration (SI) team to help agencies in their efforts to integrate with the Grants.gov StoreFront.  Northrop Grumman Corporation leads the contractor team with AT&T and Ekagara, Inc. as its subcontractors. 

The SI team offers assessment and analysis and integration services.

Tasks can be customized to meet agency specific needs and criteria. 
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III. Responsibilities:
The (Insert Agency Name) through the Grants.gov PMO will:

develop statements of work for the two levels of services assessment and analysis or integration services;

· track the level of performance of contract employees;

· confirm the delivery and receipt of goods and services procured by Gov.Works;

· not issue contract changes or request contract employees to deviate from the terms and condition of their contracts;

· review, approve/disapprove and return in a timely manner all invoices received from Gov.Works for goods and/or services procured on behalf of the  (Insert Agency Name) through the HHS E-Grants Program Management Office.

Gov.Works will:

· subsequent to receiving a detailed statement of work or description of goods and adequate funding, act and respond to HHS E-Grants PMO and (Agency Specific Name) requests in a timely manner;

· manage responsibly and account for all (Insert Agency Name) funds transferred to Gov.Works account;

· compensate all vendors/contractors in accordance with applicable laws/regulations for all procurement actions on behalf of the (Insert Agency Name);

· maintain accurate records and files.

IV. Charges and Funding:
The (Agency Specific Name) will transfer sufficient funding to Gov.Works for deposit into a Franchise Fund under authority provided by section 403 of the Government Management Reform Act (GMRA), Public Law 103-356, where funds are to be reserved for payment of services performed by Gov.Works contractors and/or for purchased goods.

V. Disagreements:

Gov.Works and HHS E-Grants Program Management Office and (Agency Specific Name) will cooperate with each other in anyway necessary to ensure that the provisions of this agreement are carried out in an expeditious and timely manner.  

Any dispute between (Agency Specific Name) and a Gov.Works contractor whose services were obtained through this agreement shall be resolved by the Gov.Works Contracting Officer.  This decision shall be final and binding upon (Agency Specific Name) and the Gov.Works contractor.

The parties agree that, in the event of a dispute between (Agency Specific Name) and Gov.Works, the parties shall use their best efforts to resolve that dispute in an informal fashion and through consultation and negotiation, or other forms of mutually acceptable non-binding alternative means of dispute resolution.
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VI. Effective Date:

The terms and conditions of this Interagency Agreement will be in effect as the date of execution by both parties and will remain in effect until modified or terminated by both parties.

VII. Modification and/or Termination:
This IA represents the final agreement of the parties and may not be modified or amended except by separate written agreement signed by both parties.  Either party may terminate this IA by providing written notice to the other party.  The termination will be effective thirty (30) calendar days following notification, unless a latter date is set forth.
